 [dressed as the dwarfs but in specific colors]) 
 
SW: (to the 7 values) I am too busy to spend time with you 

today. There is so much to do. Be on your way  and I will 
catch up with you later. 
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Sleepy (Integrity): No way sister. We are sticking by you. 
There’s no telling what will happen if the 7 of us values 
take a day trip some where.  

 
Bashful (Divine Nature): what is it you are trying to do 

Snow white? 
 
SW: I am trying to get to the temple. I just need to find my 

way there. 
 
Grumpy (Choice & accountably): we know the way snow 

white 
 
Sneezy (Faith): yes, we can show you. Just stick with us and 

we can take you there. 
 
SW: You really do? Can you really take me there?  
 
Happy (Good Works): we are happy to help you any way we 

can! 
 
Doc (Knowledge):  There are things you must do Snow 

White, but we can show you how.
