CAVE OF WONDER EXPERIENCE:
Make a tunnel using chairs, tables, etc., covered with blankets, so it is completely dark. Have tunnel end at a classroom or large room, again completely dark. For a nice affect, have cave sounds playing on a CD.

Before entering the cave:

Tell the kids about the rules of the cave. It is very dark and the only light will be your flashlight. They will need to stay close together, near the light to reach their destination. Remind them to be quiet so they don’t disturb the “bats”. As the leader, crawl ahead first. (note: I usually have a parent or teacher follow-up the back to keep the group together.)

At the end of the cave, when all kids have entered, turn off your flashlight. The room should be pitch black. Tell the kids that the “bats” have woken up and the way back out has been blocked. The only way out is threw a small opening at the top of the cave. One person will have to help boost the others up and out, but he/she will have to remain behind and perish. Ask the children if any of them would be willing to die for the rest of the group? Remind the kids that our Savior, Jesus Christ, made a very similar choice when he came to this Earth. (turn on your flashlight and shine it on the wall-at a picture of Jesus Christ)

“For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” (John 3:16)
Because Jesus died for us and was resurrected, everyone who has ever lived on the earth will be resurrected. 

Resurrection is a gift freely given to everyone through Jesus Christ. But to return to the presence of Heavenly Father, we must follow the teachings of Christ and the example He gave us when He said, "No man cometh unto the Father, but by me" (John 14:6).

Heavenly Father's ultimate gifts to us come through His Son, Jesus Christ. These gifts are happiness in this life as we follow His light and eternal life in the world to come.

The gospel of Jesus Christ can bring us peace. As we follow the example of Jesus and do what He has taught us to do, we are blessed with the influence of the Holy Spirit. During times of trouble or when we feel afraid, the Holy Ghost will be with us, and we can feel this peace in our hearts. The Holy Ghost helps us remember Jesus and obey His teachings.
We have been learning all year about having faith in Jesus Christ. We must learn who our Savior is, that he died for us and was resurrected. We need to understand that he loves each one of us. He knows our hearts and has experienced all that we experience. Jesus Christ wants us all to return to live with our Heavenly Father. If we follow his example, having faith in Him, we will live with our Savior and Heavenly Father again.
