Decorations: Place the building bag on the table with work tools, scriptures, personal progress book             and other church materials. Wear your hard hat and tape the yellow caution tape across the chalkboard. 
Introduction: Every young woman has a divine potential that we must help foster and nourish in one  another. Heavenly Father is the architect and we are working as contractors to work on his blue print.  An important part of a young woman's preparation for adulthood is the development of leadership skills and qualities. Leadership experiences prepare YW to be fully active members of the Church today and always. "Today's youth are the mother and Church leaders of tomorrow" (Guidebook for Parents and Leaders of Youth).
Leadership Lesson: Pass out the bookmarks with the poem ‘Builder or Wrecker’ and hold a discussion.
Leadership Training: Go over the sheet ‘Class Presidency Responsibilities’ and copy for each yw.                       At a later date you may teach from the detailed ‘Class Presidency Orientation’ sheet included in your bag.
Activity: Teams are given a pile of toothpicks and gumdrops to ‘build’ the tallest tower in a set time frame.
Refreshments: Make a Lego Building Block cake. Share the candy blocks from your bag with the girls.

· Make and bake a cake mix as directed on box in a 13x9-inch pan. Cool in freezer for one hour.  
· Meanwhile, in a small bowl for each color, tint 1 cup frosting red, 1 cup frosting yellow and ½ cup frosting    blue with food coloring. Leave remaining ½ cup frosting white. 
· Cut rounded dome from top of cake to make flat surface w/serrated knife; place cake cut side down on plate. 
· Cut cake using the pictured diagram above. 
· Frost each block a different color with a thin layer. Refrigerate or freeze 30 minutes to set frosting. 
· Add final coat of frosting to each cake and frost 4-6 marshmallow halves with each color to add to blocks.

DISCUSSION: 
The next time you find yourself thinking or speaking badly about someone, remember this poem.  Try to think of  the good qualities a person possesses and focus on those.  As John Bytheway says in a talk "Why is this important? Because you can't be happy if you're a wrecker.  You can't".  "If you're only nice to the people that are nice to you, big deal.  What do you want, a medal?  If you only say 'Hi' in the hall to the people that say 'hi' to you, what are you doing more than anybody else?  Anybody can do that.  ...Matthew 5:46-48 'For if ye love them which love you, what reward have ye?  Do not even the publicans the same?  And if ye salute your brethren only, what do ye more than others? Do not even publicans so?  Be ye therefore perfect, even as your Father which is in Heaven is perfect".  

Perfection is seeing the good in someone, expressing that good to them, and building them up.  In the For the Strength of Youth it says, "A true friend will encourage you to be your best self.  Show interest in others and let them know you care about them.  Treat everyone with kindness and respect".  What great counsel from the leaders of the church.  It is so simple, yet so profound.  "A true friend will encourage you to be your best self" or in other words, a true friend is someone who does not encourage wrongful behavior ("one time won't hurt, c'mon it's fine!").  A true friend is a builder.  A true friend learns to see potential rather than what is right in front of them.  Imagine if the Lord judged us on only our outward actions and appearances.  The reason He loves us and gives us counsel is because He is perfect and knows how to see both our divine and earthly potential.  Be a builder!

   Plan and Delegate at Class Presidency Meetings
Each class presidency holds regular meetings to plan how to fulfill their responsibilities and to receive leadership training. The Young Women presidency member and class adviser who are responsible for the class attends      these meetings. The class presidency should seek counsel, suggestions, and guidance from the Young Women    presidency member and class advisor in preparing the agenda.
Effective Class Presidency Meetings Should
· Start on time with a prayer.
· Include a 2-5 minute leadership training by the leader.
· Have an agenda or calendar for all members of the presidency to take notes.
· Give reports and review assignments given in the previous meeting.
· Review the needs of individual class members and a plan should be made of how to meet            those needs most effectively. 
· Remember: all discussion of individuals’ is confidential.
· Plan how to reach less active and non-members in each class (visits, phone calls, letters, etc.).
· Plan new activities with a purpose.
· Make assignments for activities (like who’s bringing what) and for contacting less active and         non-members of the class.
· Always end with a prayer.
