The sergeant behind him, calling “Left, Left, Left, right, left...  The sergeant calls them to order and then the captain calls out instruction.  The soldiers speak when directed.

Sergeant: (steps forward militantly) 

Patrol AM1 Reporting for duty sergeant 

(steps back into line)

Sergeant: (pacing in front of the group, carrying a clip board or pounding a stick)
Soldiers, we are at war.  Long ago a war was fought between the forces of good and evil during our pre-existent earth life.  This war has continued over the ages and is still being fought today.  The conflict will rage on because it is the same war; the war for the hearts of the children of men.  As part of his plan, God sets up rulers to assist his people and to guide them in the right way.  However, due to free agency, evil and wicked men are also able to rule and to fight against good.  This often stirs others up in remembrance of the Lord their God.  While great men and women can be a light and example by following Christ, ultimately it is an individual choice as to who we choose to follow.   
Who will you choose to follow, soldier? (to Soldier 1)
Soldier 1: (steps forward with Faith flag)

I will follow the Lord, Jesus Christ.  I will use my Faith, sir.  I have faith in the Lord that I can go to him on my knees in prayer each day.  He is the source of all wisdom, and I need His help, sir.  He will hear me and answer my prayers, sir.
(hands the flag to the sergeant and steps back in line)

Captain: Who will you choose to follow, soldier? (to Soldier 2)
Soldier 2: (steps forward with Divine Nature flag)

I will follow the Lord, Jesus Christ.  I have Divine Nature, sir.  I believe I am a daughter of God, sir and he has sent me here, sir.  Has given me an earthly home with parents kind and dear, sir.  Because I understand who I am, I will not be mislead by the world into the traps of the adversary, sir.
Captain: Who will you choose to follow, Soldier? (to soldier 3)
Soldier #3: (steps forward with Individual Worth flag)
I will follow the Lord Jesus Christ.  I have Individual Worth, sir. The worth of a soul is great in the sight of God, sir.  I am of infinite worth with my own divine mission, which I will strive to fulfill, sir.  Anything that gets in the way of my mission will be terminated, (pretends to use flag as a rifle and aim at audience before handing it to sergeant) sir.
Captain: Who will you choose to follow, Soldier? (to soldier 4)
Soldier #4: (steps forward with Knowledge flag)

I will follow the Lord Jesus Christ. I will use knowledge, sir.  I seek learning, even by study and also by faith, sir.  I will study my scriptures daily, sir.  I will continually seek opportunities for learning and growth.  My knowledge (salutes with a finger pointed at head) is my power, sir.

Captain: Who will you choose to follow, Soldier? (to soldier 5)
Soldier #5: (steps forward with Choice & Accountability flag)
Choose you this day whom ye will serve, sir.  But as for me and my house (drops to one knee with arms above head like a house), we will serve the Lord. (stands back at attention) I will choose good over evil, sir, and will accept responsibility for my decisions, sir.  This year I choose to build my own testimony, sir.

Captain:  Soldier, Who will you choose to follow? (to soldier 6)
Soldier #6: (steps forward with Good Works flag) 

I will follow the Lord Jesus Christ.  I will let my light so shine (smile, tilt head and make stars with hands in military fashion) before this people, sir, that they may see my good works and glorify our Father who is in heaven, sir.  I will help others and build the kingdom through righteous service, sir.

Captain: Who will you choose to follow Soldier? (to soldier 7)
Soldier #7: (steps forward with Integrity flag)
I choose to follow the Lord Jesus Christ.  You can count on me sir, I am like Job sir, except without the boils sir, ‘till I die I will not remove mine integrity from me’ sir.  I will have moral courage to make my actions consistent with my knowledge of right and wrong, sir.

Captain: 
Soldiers.  I am proud o’ ya.  I am proud to serve and work along side o’ ya.  A prophet of this dispensation has said, “there has never been more expected of the faithful in such a short period of time than there is of us.  Never before on the face of the earth have the forces of evil and the forces of good been as well organized…The final outcome is certain – the forces of righteousness will win.  But what remains to be seen is where each of us will stand in the battle…great battles can make great heroes and heroines.  Sergeant, lead us out o’ here”
Sergeant: (echoed by all soldiers marching in place)
