The gospel is preached to them there, and those who accept the gospel and repent of 
their sins will be released and allowed to enter paradise until the Resurrection and Judgment (see D&C 
138:29–34). Most of those who do not accept the gospel there will have to suffer for their own sins but will  
eventually be resurrected and go to a kingdom of glory (see D&C 76:81–85, 98–106). We also refer to  
perdition as Hell.
