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(Not an actual roller coaster)

Narrator: Welcome one and all to the fabulous beattitude roller coaster!  On this ride, you will need to keep certain attitudes in check, or dangerous consequences could ensue.  Only the most virtuous can survive this journey.

(Runs through and checks the harnesses while speedily reciting the nine beattitudes)

“Be Grateful, Smart, Involved, Clean, True, Positive, Humble, Still, Prayerful!”

And now you are off!

(Roller coaster begins to move)

(Person 1 falls off)

Narrator: Oh no! That girl was not appreciative enough of my warning. She was not grateful for the spiritual advice that I gave her, so she fell off and wrecked her life.

(Roller coaster riders chatter and murmur, and keep moving)

(Person 2 falls off)

(Roller coaster riders gasp)

Narrator: Oh dear. She wasn’t being smart and involving herself in her spiritual callings.  She lost sight of her eternal goals.

(Roller coaster continues)

(Person 3 falls off)

(Roller coaster people gasp and one screams)

Narrator: Sigh. (Shakes head) This person’s lack of cleanliness repulsed those around her. She was rejected.

(Roller coaster continues)

(Person 4 falls off)

Narrator: This person was a very negative soul. She did not have the faith to be true to her divine potential.  She doubted and was lost.

(Roller coaster continues)

(Person 5 falls off)

Narrator: This girl was proud, and didn’t want to be connected with the lord. She refused to be humble and was removed from her righteous life.

(Roller coaster continues)

(Person 6 begins to spin wildly out of control)

Narrator: She got so caught up in the noise and excitement of the ride, she never took time to sit still and think.  When presented with the silence that came with the absence of the others, she had no clue what to do, and spun out of control

(All roller coaster people are laying off to the sides)

Narrator: But no one is without hope. The Atonement of Christ provides a way for everyone to get back on track with their lives.  By being diligent and prayerful we can restore ourselves to our divine inheritances.

(Roller coaster people slowly get back in line, go in a smooth circle, and leave the stage. Narrator walks off as well)
