[bookmark: 46]My head with oil thou didst not anoint: but this woman hath anointed my feet with ointment. 
[bookmark: 47]Wherefore I say unto thee, Her sins, which are many, are forgiven; for she loved much: but to whom little is forgiven, the same loveth little. 
[bookmark: 48]And he said unto her, Thy sins are forgiven… Thy faith hath saved thee; go in peace.

Matthew 26:19&20

The Samarians and the Woman at the Well  ~ John 4:7-28&30, 
[bookmark: 8]7 There cometh a woman of Samaria to draw water: Jesus saith unto her, Give me to drink. 8 (For his disciples were gone away unto the city to buy meat.) 
[bookmark: 9]9 Then saith the woman of Samaria unto him, How is it that thou, being a Jew, askest drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria? for the Jews have no dealings with the Samaritans. 
10 Jesus answered and said unto her, If thou knewest the gift of God, and who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink; thou wouldest have asked of him, and he would have given thee living water. 
[bookmark: 11]11 The woman saith unto him, Sir, thou hast nothing to draw with, and the well is deep: from whence then hast thou that living water? 
[bookmark: 12]12 Art thou greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the well, and drank thereof himself, and his children, and his cattle? 
[bookmark: 13]13 Jesus answered and said unto her, Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst again: 
[bookmark: 14]14 But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life. 
[bookmark: 15]15 The woman saith unto him, Sir, give me this water, that I thirst not, neither come hither to draw. 
[bookmark: 16]16 Jesus saith unto her, Go, call thy husband, and come hither. 
[bookmark: 17]17 The woman answered and said, I have no husband. Jesus said unto her, Thou hast well said, I have no husband: 
[bookmark: 18]18 For thou hast had five husbands; and he whom thou now hast is not thy husband: in that saidst thou truly. 
[bookmark: 19]19 The woman saith unto him, Sir, I perceive that thou art a prophet. 
20 Our fathers worshipped in this mountain; and ye say, that in Jerusalem is the place where men ought to worship. 
[bookmark: 21]21 Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father. 
[bookmark: 22]22 Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews. 
[bookmark: 23]23 But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him. 
[bookmark: 24]24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. 
[bookmark: 25]25 The woman saith unto him, I know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ: when he is come, he will tell us all things. 
[bookmark: 26]26 Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he…. 
28 The woman then left her waterpot, and went her way into the city, …
[bookmark: 40]39 And many of the Samaritans of that city believed on him for the saying of the woman…

Acts of Service

John 13:4&5
4 He riseth from supper, and laid aside his garments; and took a towel, and girded himself. 
[bookmark: 5]5 After that he poureth water into a bason, and began to wash the disciples’ feet, and to wipe them with the towel wherewith he was girded. 

Mark 6: 41&42
41 And when he had taken the five loaves and the two fishes, he looked up to heaven, and blessed, and brake the loaves, and gave them to his disciples to set before them; and the two fishes divided he among them all. 
[bookmark: 42]42 And they did all eat, and were filled. 

  Matt. 4: 23-24
23 And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing all manner of sickness and all manner of disease among the people. 
24 And his fame went throughout all Syria: and they brought unto him all sick people that were taken with divers diseases and torments, and those which were possessed with devils, and those which were lunatick, and those that had the palsy; and he healed them. 



Gifts ~ Including Gifts of Self or Presence
John 2:6-10
6 And there were set there six waterpots of stone, after the manner of the purifying of the Jews, containing two or three firkins apiece. 
[bookmark: 7]7 Jesus saith unto them, Fill the waterpots with water. And they filled them up to the brim. 
8 And he saith unto them, Draw out now, and bear unto the governor of the feast. And they bare it. 
9 When the ruler of the feast had tasted the water that was made wine, and knew not whence it was: (but the servants which drew the water knew;) the governor of the feast called the bridegroom, 
10 And saith unto him, Every man at the beginning doth set forth good wine; and when men have well drunk, then that which is worse: but thou hast kept the good wine until now. 


John 14:27
