Hezekiah 18 Generations

2 Kings 18 -21         &        2 Chronicles 29-33

One of Jesus’ great, great, great (18 times) grandfather’s name was Hezekiah.  Hezekiah became King of Judah after his father who was a wicked king had messed things up.  The people worshiped idols and statues and didn’t believe in the Lord anymore.  They had even messed up the Temple.  The temple is the House of the Lord, and is supposed to be a very sacred place.  Well, they had not used the temple for good things, and so it was not a clean place where the Lord could dwell.  So Hezekiah, being a good King listened to the prophet Isaiah and helped to clean up the temple.  The temple was once again used for sacred and good things like was supposed too.  Hezekiah was also a good king because he listened to the prophet Isaiah.  (Did you know that the prophet Isaiah’s words are in the Bible and the Book of Mormon?  He was a wonderful prophet.)

One day a wicked King from another land came to take King Hezekiah’s people and all their things.  The wicked king said that if they just gave up, he wouldn’t kill anyone.  He teased them for believing in Jesus and Heavenly Father.  He said to the people, 

WICKED KING:
Why are you listening to Hezekiah and believing in God?  Don’t you know that we have killed and captured many other people in other lands?  God didn’t save them?  Why do you think He will save you and your people?   Don’t listen to King Hezekiah he is a fool!

Hezekiah and Isaiah prayed and asked for protection from the wicked king.

That night, an Angel of the Lord protected them and got rid of the wicked kings army.  And the wicked king ran home scared.     ( **  Suggested to have angel stretch out an arm and soldiers stop scared and run away, wicked king also.**)

And so Hezekiah’s people were saved.

Solomon 27 GENERATIONS

1 King 2 - 8

Solomon was also a King.  (You see it was prophesied that Jesus would be King of the Jews.  And He literally was born into a family who were of “noble birthright”  Most of Jesus’s great great great great . . . grandfathers were Kings of Judah.  So Jesus literally could have been King of Judah – except that eventually the people became wicked again, and were taken over by other kings armies – and lost their kingdom.)

King Solomon was known for his amazing wisdom.  Once Solomon was given the chance to ask for anything from the Lord - (What would you ask for? (really ask the kids and get some answers) Gold, honor, fame?  To live forever?  To be safe from harm?)  King Solomon asked for wisdom to be a righteous king and have an understanding heart to discern between good and bad.  You see back then Kings had to act as judges too.  Obviously King Solomon was a righteous king, and asked for a very good and unselfish thing.  He was unlike any King before or after him, especially when it came to being a righteous judge for the people.   

One day two mothers came before King Solomon.  They each had a new baby boy.  One baby had died in the night.  Back then the babies stayed in the same bed with their moms.  When one mom had awoken to find her baby dead, she traded her baby with the others mom’s baby who was alive, and lied about it, saying that it was her baby all along.  Both mom’s wanted the alive baby.  

King Solomon thought, then he said 

KING SOLOMON:  Bring me a sword!

And they brought him a sword

KING SOLOMON:  Divide the living child in two, and give half to one mother, and half to the other mother.

WOMAN ONE:  Oh no!   Please don’t!  Let her have the baby, just don’t kill him!

WOMAN TWO:  Just divide him between us.

Who do you think was really the mother?  Would the baby’s mother ever say what the second woman said?  You see this was just a wise test.  In King Solomon’s wisdom, he knew that this would tell him who the real mother was.   And he gave the baby, safe and alive to the first woman, who was really the mother.  

King Solomon is also very well known for the temple which he built.  He took great care in building a Temple to the Lord.  It was very similar to our temples today.  

CHILD 1:It had a baptismal font (picture) with twelve oxen just like ours do today.  

CHILD 2: Here is a picture of what temples like King Solomon’s looked like on the outside.

In fact Nephi, in the Book of Mormon made the temple he and his people built just like King Solomon’s temple.

CHILD 3:  read  2 Ne 5:16

And so you can see that King Solomon who was Jesus’s great great great…..27 times grandfather was a very righteous king.

David   28   GENERATIONS   (Could be 2 stories – skits - )

1 Samuel 16

Long, long ago lived a King named Saul.  He started out a good king, but then did some bad things.  And the prophet Samuel told King Saul that he was rejected by the Lord as king for what he had done. 

The prophet Samuel was then commanded by the Lord to go and find a new king.  This of course would not make Saul very happy, so Samuel had to sneak away.  Samuel started his search for a new king, looking for some one great and strong.

“But the Lord said unto Samuel, Look not on his countenance, or on the height of his stature . . . for the Lord seeth not as man seeth; for man looketh on the outward appearance, but the Lord looketh on the heart.” (1 Samuel 16:7)

The Lord was looking for someone who had a good and pure heart, not someone who was big or strong to be the King. 

Samuel was lead to a man named righteous Jesse with many sons.   And Jesse made all his sons stand for Samuel to look at (have 7 sons standing)   

SAMUEL:  Are these all thy children?

JESSE:  All but my youngest boy, who is watching the sheep.

SAMUEL:  Send and fetch him.

And when David, the youngest son came, the Lord said unto Samuel, “Arise, anoint him: for this is he.”

“Then Samuel . .. anointed him . . . and the Spirit of the Lord came upon David from that day forward.”   (vs 13)

So David was anointed to be king, but he wasn’t king yet, -it was still King Saul.  And one day he was very grumpy.  So he asked for his servants to get someone to play some nice harp music to make him feel better.  It was suggested that David played very well.  So they brought David before the king, and he found favor in King Saul’s sight (that means the king really liked him)  and David played beautiful harp music for the King.  In fact, the King liked him so much that he made David his companion and armor bearer.  

This is same David that would later defeat the Giant Goliath, and later become the next King of Isreal.  He was Jesus’ 28th great grandfather.

1 Samuel 17

Now there was a war about to begin between Israel (King Saul’s people) and the Philistines.  Israel was on one mountain, and the Philistines were on another mountain – looking at each other, getting ready for war.  

 4  And there went out a champion out of the camp of the Philistines, named Goliath, of aGath, whose height was six bcubits and a span. 

  5 And he had an helmet of brass upon his head, and he was armed with a coat of mail; and the weight of the coat was five thousand shekels of brass. 

  6 And he had agreaves of brass upon his legs, and ba target of brass between his shoulders. 

  7 And the astaff of his spear was like a weaver’s beam; and his spear’s head weighed six hundred shekels of iron: and one bearing a shield went before him. 

  8 And he stood and cried unto the armies of Israel, and said unto them, 

GOLIATH:   …choose you a man for you, and let him come down to me.  If he be able to fight with me, and to kill me, then will we be your servants: but if I prevail against him, and kill him, then shall ye be our servants, and serve us. 

  

  11 When Saul and all Israel heard those words of the Philistine, they were dismayed, and greatly afraid.  

And for forty days, no one dared to fight Goliath.  

  

Meanwhile, for the past 40 days David was at home feeding his fathers sheep – since every one else was off at “war”.  Since it had been so long, David’s father asked him to bring food to his brothers and others in the army.

  23 And . . . behold, there came up the champion, . . . Goliath . . ., out of the armies of the Philistines, and spake according to the same words: and David heard them. 

  24 And all the men of Israel, when they saw the man, fled from him, and were sore afraid. 

  

  26 And David spake to the men that stood by him, saying, 

DAVID:  Why is everyone so afraid?  He is just a man.  We are the armies of the living God.  God will protect us.

So David went before Saul.

DAVID:  , Let no man’s heart fail because of him; thy servant awill go and bfight with this Philistine. 

KING SAUL: Thou art not able to go against this Philistine to fight with him: for thou art but a ayouth, and he a man of war from his youth.

DAVID:  While I was watching the Sheep, I fought off a bear and a lion.  I slew both the lion and the bear: and this. . . Philistine shall be as one of them, seeing he hath defied the armies of the living God.  The Lord that adelivered me out of the paw of the lion, and out of the paw of the bear, he will bdeliver me out of the hand of this Philistine. 

SAUL: Go, and the Lord be with thee. 

So David, with out any armor, and only armed with a sling and 5 stones went to fight the Giant Goliath.

  DAVID (to Goliath)  Thou comest to me with a sword, and with a spear, and with a shield: but I come to thee in the aname of the Lord of hosts, the God of the armies of Israel, whom thou hast defied.  This day will the Lord adeliver thee into mine hand; and I will smite thee. . . that all the earth may bknow that there is a God in Israel. 

  49 And David put his hand in his bag, and took thence a stone, and slang it, and smote the Philistine in his forehead, that the stone sunk into his forehead; and he fell upon his face to the earth. 

Thus we see that David had great faith in the Lord.  David knew that the Lord would protect him. 

David was later made King of Isreal!

Ruth and Boaz  31  GENERATIONS   

Ruth 1 - 4

There was a famine in the land of ancient Israel.  Food was very hard to come by.  So a man named Elimelech took his wife Naomi and family to Moab, where they would have enough food to eat.  Although Moab had food, they did not worship Heavenly Father, and did not believe in Jesus Christ.

After Elimelch died, Naomi stayed in Moab with her two sons.  They married two women there, Orpah and Ruth.  They lived there happily for 10 years.  Naomi and her sons did believe in Heavenly Father and Jesus Christ, and they taught their wives the gospel.  

After 10 years, Naomi’s two sons died.  She decided to return to Bethlehem of Israel because there was once again food there.  Her daughter-in-laws wanted to come with her, but Naomi told them to go back to their families.  Orpah finally returned, but Ruth would not leave.  She pleaded with Naomi to let her go to Bethlehem with her.

RUTH: Intreat me not to leave thee, or to return from following after thee: for whither thou goest, I will go; and where thou lodgest, I will lodge: thy people shall be my people, and thy God my God" (Ruth 1:16)

Ruth had a testimony of the gospel now.  She knew that in Bethlehem she could continue to learn about the gospel and worship Heavenly Father.

It was harvest time when the women arrived in Bethlehem. During the harvest men gathered the grain into small bunches. As they worked, some stalks fell to the ground. Poor people were allowed to gather, or glean, the stalks left behind. Because they had no food, Ruth offered to glean the fields to get grain for Naomi and herself (see Ruth 2:2).

Ruth gleaned or gathered grain from the field of a righteous man named Boaz. Boaz was impressed with Ruth's kindness to Naomi.  Boaz was kind to Ruth and told her she could always glean from his fields. He even instructed his harvesters to leave grain behind for her to gather. (See Ruth 2:816.)

Naomi wanted Ruth to marry and have children. So she taught Ruth about the customs of the Israelites and told her to go to Boaz and ask to be his wife. Ruth did what Naomi said to do, and Boaz, knowing that Ruth was a virtuous and kind woman, married her. (See Ruth 3:14:12.)

After they married, Ruth and Boaz had a son.  Ruth was the great grandma of David, who became the king of Israel, and it was through this line that Jesus Christ was born.

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Abraham  42 GENERATIONS

Genesis 15 - 21

Abram was a righteous man.  But he had no children.  He prayed unto the Lord for children, or as they said in those day “seed” which meant children and grandchildren and so on.  As he prayed, the word of the Lord came unto him and said, “Look now toward heaven, and tell the stars, if thou be able to number them: . . . So shall thy seed be.”

Abram wife’s name was Sarai.  And when Abram was 99 years old, he and Sarai still had not had any children of their own.  At 99 years old, the Lord appeared unto Abram and gave him special promises.  These promises are called the Abrahamic Covenant.  The Lord first changed Abram’s name to Abraham, so that Abraham would always remember this covenant.  The Lord promised Abraham, that if he followed the commandments, that Christ would come through his lineage, and that his posterity would receive certain lands as an eternal inheritance.  (see BD)  His wife Sarai’s name was also changed to Sarah.

And so, when Abraham was 100 years old, he and his wife Sarah were blessed with a son.  They named him Isaac, and they were happy and loved him.

Remember, Abraham was told that he would have seed like the stars in the sky.  That is a lot!  But he had only one son with Sarah.  Well, their son Isaac would have children, and his children would have children and so on and so on.  (Show a family tree branching).  Now imagine that 42 times this happens.  That is a lot of posterity.  (That is a big word that means family that comes after you.)  42 times later, Jesus Christ was born.  Which was part of the promise or covenant.  And even after that, there are more and more great, great, great…… grandchildren of Abraham.  Can you see how his seed is looking more and more like the stars of the sky?

Today we are going to learn about Jesus Christ’s family tree.  Many stories in the Old Testament (the 1st part of the bible) are about Jesus’ great great…. Grandparents.  Let’s learn about just a few of them. (
JOHN THE BAPTIST   - Jesus’ cousin

St Luke 1

There was a priest name Zacharias and his wife Elisabeth.  They were both righteous people. Although they were very old, they had not yet had a child.  

Zacharias was at the temple, when Angel Gabriel appeared unto him.

ANGEL GABRIEL:  Fear not, Zacharias: for thy prayer is heard; and they wife Elisabeth shall bear thee a son, and thou shalt call his name John…..he shall be filled with the Holy Ghost, even from his mother’s womb.  And he shall go before him in the spirit and power of Elias, to turn the hearts of the fathers to the children.   [And he will also] make ready a people prepared for the Lord.

ZACHARIAS:  Whereby shall I know this?  For I am an old man, and my wife well stricken in years.

ANGEL GABRIEL:  I am Gabriel, . . and am sent to . . . shew thee these glad tidings.  And, behold, thou shalt be dumb [unable to hear] and to not able to speak until the day that these things shall be preformed, because thou believest not my words.

And Zacharias could not speak.  But just as the angel said, even in her old age Elizabeth was pregnant with a son.

And in the sixth month [of Elizabeth’s pregnancy] the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of Galilee to a virgin named Mary.   (ASK CHILDREN: Do you know who this was?)

ANGEL GABRIEL (turn and speak to Mary) :  …Thou art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou among women. … And behold thou shalt conceive in thy bomb, and bring forth a son , and shalt call his name JESUS.  He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David: . . . and of his kingdom there shall be no end.                     And behold thy cousin Elisabeth, she hath also conceived a son in her old age.  For with God nothing shall be impossible.  

So Mary traveled to see her cousin Elizabeth.  When Elizabeth heard Mary, the babe leaped in Elizabeth’s womb and she was filled with the Holy Ghost.  And Mary and Elizabeth bore testimony one to another.

Soon Elizabeth’s son was born, and all thought he was going to be named Zacharias, after his father, but Elizabeth said that his name would be John.  But her family was confused, because there was another family member called John.  So they made signs to Zacharias the father, since he still could not speak or hear.  And he wrote on his on a tablet “His name is John.” 

And his mouth was opened immediately, and his tongue loosed, and he spake, and praised God.

And so began the life of John who would be known as John the Baptist.  For he was sent to prepare the people for the coming of Jesus Christ the Savior of the world.
